...this entire book speaks only of those commandments that were
meant for a particular time, namely during the period of the people's
sojourn in the midbar. Also, it recounts the great miracles that were
wrought on their behalf during their journey, in order to recall God's
wondrous acts. The book later describes how God began the process of
destroying their enemies before them, and also commands how the land
is to be divided up among them. There are no commandments in this
book that are binding for all times except for some sacrificial laws, which
were first spelled out in the book of VaYikra but remained incomplete
until concluded here.
