Exodus 38:1-7

He made the altar for burnt offering of acacia wood, five cubits long and five
cubits wide—square—and three cubits high.

He made horns for it on its four corners, the horns being of one piece with it; and
he overlaid it with copper.

He made all the utensils of the altar—the pails, the scrapers, the basins, the flesh
hooks, and the fire pans; he made all these utensils of copper.

He made for the altar a grating of meshwork in copper, extending below, under its
ledge, to its middle.

He cast four rings, at the four corners of the copper grating, as holders for the
poles.

He made the poles of acacia wood and overlaid them with copper;

and he inserted the poles into the rings on the side walls of the altar, to carry it by
them. He made it hollow, of boards.
